GCL recently launched a dengue-malaria
prevention program at the Club premises to
improve its inner drains, nooks and corners,
hidden spots to a more user-friendly and
free from dengue panic one.

Dengue as well as malaria have become a
colossal threat to our city life in recent days
breaking all its previous records. The govt.
as well as agencies and communities are
playing very proactive role to control the
sources of dengue in order to avoid its
epidemic proportions. At the GCL a long
term continuous program is chalked up to
assure are anti-Aedes environment in the
premises. Right from 30th July 2019 an
additional follow-up program was started to
spray mosquito-fly killing medicine at every
apprehensive cozy corner for Aedes.
According to the program, on every Tuesday
and Saturday concern quarters will spot
verify and report to the authority as per the
practice and schedule.
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December 1970 | was sent by the Chittagong
Chamber of Commerce for being trained as an
Industrial Management adviser, to attend a
residential in depth management program in UK
for three months.

It was held at Urwick Management Center (UMC)
at Slough U.K, which is close to Cambridge
University. UMC has a huge compound with over
500 yards of the river Thames being a part of one
side boundary, where regular Oxford-Cambridge
boat race is held.

It was a residential course, with full board and
living accommodation for well over two hundred
trainees at a time. It had many faculties, covering
all relevant areas of business and industrial
management. Teaching was provided by over fifty

full-time residential staff and further backed-up by
many internationally known speakers from well

known industries of Europe. In UK it was
considered as top international authority in their
fields of training in all areas of industrial,
commercial and general management of people.

The trainees were set-up in two men team each
team sharing a room for jointly living and working
in the large residential facilities with full board and
living as good as any top class hotel. Usually,
weekends were also needed for the students to
prepare reports and submit it on Mondays. These
were all put together and usually on next day
there were evening discussions between students
and teachers, which were encouraged. We
worked very hard during the full course and did
our home-work after dinner. However, quite often



the daily program, starting at 8,30 a.m.
continued till beyond classroom hours, on
mutual arrangements. This was possible for
most of us except for a very few local students
who were permitted to return home, after
dinner and return back next morning for
breakfast together. Local students had their
breakfast, lunch and dinner with us which was
compulsory even for those who lived there.

My teammate (also room-mate) was Robin
DelLano Mirlees, lived in London. He was in
India, during 2nd World War and we became
friends. Robin was basically a Laird a Scottish
term for Lord but for us are he was just Robin.
He owned huge properties in England,
Scotland and Ireland. Further, he owned
vineyards in France and residential houses in
number of large cities in Western Europe. He
had a huge two storied house on the boundary
of Russell Square. The land of whole Russell
Square was donated to the city of London by
his family for setting up a park for the children.

His two storied house was over ten thousand
square foot where he lived alone. Though a
bachelor he had two cars and two drivers one a
Rolls Royce, and other a Bentley. He also
employed a cook, two drivers and a house
maid and helper for cleaning and running his
large house. He often visited his properties in
Europe. He was a life-tine bachelor and also
related to the British royal family.

Talking about India he had visited all the big
cities of per-partition India. In World War2 he
was posted to the RAF base near Comilla and
despite the fact that he was a fighter pilot;
because of his royal connection his
commanding officer only permitted him for
daylight routine patrol in and around Comilla
and possibly Chandpur areas He was
prohibited to take off during any enemy air
raids in that area by his commanding officer's
strict order.

When | returned back to Chittagong a few
weeks before the Pakistani Military crackdown
in the then East Pakistan in late 1971, Robin
was worried about my family. On his own in UK,

he contacted relevant British authorities for
evacuating our family to London to be safe. He
must have contacted the then British High
Commissioner in Pakistan to have me and my
wife and children to be taken and flown out to
London all at his cost and expenses.

Imagine my surprise to see a British official from
their embassy in Dhaka to our house in
Chittagong and asking us (me, my wife and three
children) to go with him to Dhaka and from there
to be flown to London. All arrangements to take
us to UK were ready as advised by UK High
Commissioner's official. He said that we were to
lock our house and come with him! After talking
with my wife | thanked them but said that we will
stay in our house come what may. In my
presence, the British High Commission's official
sternly told the Pakistani Army officer who
accompanied them that he will ensure that we
came to no harm. For this serious action to
ensure our safety | will never forget Robin as
long as | live.

(The writer now 85 is living alone (My wife having
passed away in end October 2017) with his
daughter's family. His two sons are settled in
USA where they live with their wife and children
respectively)

If a cardiovascular patient follow the rules proper-
ly, he or she can stay safe otherwise it will harm
his physical condition.

Please avoid unnecessary use of oral saline as it
causes high blood pressure weight gain and heart
disease. Everyone should take oral saline only for
vomiting or diarrhea.

We should keep in mind that fasting improves
ischemic heart disease, as it reduces body choles-
terol. Ramadan is the best time for smoking
cessation.

| am stressing the need for keeping self-control in
taking unhealthy but delicious food items (like
deep fry piazu, beguni, pakora etc.) and should
take necessary medicines after Sehri and Iftar.
We can add balanced-diet in our Sehri and Iftar.

Including vegetables, fruits, cereals, fish, chicken
and dairy products. | suggest avoiding rich foous
in Iftar party. This can cause high blood pressure,
diabetes, heart attack, stroke and many other
health disorders.

Every patient must go for walk to keep themselves
healthy as they can properly perform their fasting
during the holy month.

If you feel any chest discomfort, chest pain, short-
ness of breath please come to your neasrest med-
ical centre. Go for at least ECG and Troponin
level.
