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In our crucial national interest and to protect 
our people from dangerous and highly fatal 
radiation related diseases and the critical 
national interest from the inherent dangers of 
U236 fueled nuclear power plant is a must! yet 
we still ignorantly(?) going ahead to set it up 
the potentially fatal Roopur Nuclear Power 
Plam from Russia! We have waited for so 
long; then for real safety of our country we 
SHOULD and MUST go for U238 or other safe 
Nuclear Power plant in our crucial national 
interest! Nuclear power generation fueled by 
U-236, is a dangerous and risky operation; 
more so for a technically underdeveloped 
country like Bangladesh! In reality; the risks 
are extremely high; and will continue 
throughout the working life of the Nuclear 
power plant that we are set to install! The 
related life threatening and widespread cancer 
epidemic from radiation leakages will be a 
medical disaster! On radiation safety of 
nuclear plant operations; Russia's record of 

safety is the WORST in the World! It is 
extremely restricted and heavily censored 
news item! It is not publicly released in 
Russian media! All reports on the operation 
and radiation leakage parameters of these 
plants are totally censored; and is rarely 
published or publicly release! Very little about 
any accidents or any radiation leakage related 
is known across the world! The "Chernobyl 
Nuclear Plant Disaster" leaked out 
internationally; as a dead body of Chernobyl 
nuclear disaster victim was found floating in 
international waters of the North Sea by a 
West Europeans fishing boat!

Compared to the ever-present potential 
danger of spreading radiation sickness; 
across the country; as we have gone for the 
worst and the most critical and fatally 
dangerous and costliest option! option! 
Another vital and very expensive issue is the 
disposal of radiation-related plant wastes; 
including used furnace fuel rod's disposal 

needs further critical safety issue! That too 
also must be safely disposed off! This has not 
been resolved till date; given the high degree 
of isolation and radiation safety, that it needs!

As far as this writer 
feels; we are heading very blindly, on a 
critically detailed and dangerous operating 
and its critically risky safety issues! Also our 
total overall knowledge of "nuclear plant 
safety" is a big ZERO!
