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It was September 2011. I was in Toronto 
accompanying my son as he started life at the 
University of Toronto. Over the weekend we hit 
downtown and in the evening after stuffing 
ourselves at Ajisai with all you can eat sushi, 
teriyaki salmon and pepper beef we decided to 
go to the movies. Cineplex Yonge- Dundas had 
plenty to offer. It’s never easy to settle for an 
honest choice with your teenage kids but we 
agreed on drama, thriller and Contagion 
sounded good. Of course I didn’t reveal my 
crush on Kate Winslet who I had not seen since 

from flu like symptoms. Social distancing and 
fake news come up in the film as they do now in 
this coronavirus era.
How did it happen?
Contagion proves that the pandemic was 
envisioned long ago by American researchers. 
The movie’s chief scientific consultant was a 
director of Columbia University’s Center for 
Infection and Immunity. It was never fictional. 
The origin of Covid-19 is a touchy subject. 
Nobody knows for sure (as of now at least) how 
it originated and how it entered the human 
population. But the search for the virus’s origins 
must begin behind the stalls at China’s Wuhan 
Huanan seafood market, where the outbreak of 
viral pneumonia we now know as Covid-19 was 
first discovered in mid-December 2019.
Was the world slow to react?
Yes and no. 
According to Euro Asia Group which developed 
a methodology to assess key country responses 
across three areas: healthcare management, 
political response and financial policy response, 
China’s neighbors and frontline states Taiwan, 
Singapore and South Korea did the best. They 
reacted fast and through an aggressive regime 
of extensive testing, contract tracing and 
isolation managed to keep the infected numbers 
to a minimum. Vietnam and Thailand also took 
effective measures which helped them to reduce 
the spread of the virus. All these countries put 
their previous lessons learned from the SARS 
epidemic to good use and were rewarded for 
their efforts. 
The Oceania region consisting of New Zealand 
and Australia also did well. It was not just their 
good geographic fortune of being island nations 
tucked away in a far flung corner of the globe but 
also their early response relying on scientific 
evidence and strict social distancing measures 
and smart communications with the public, who 
followed Government directives in an orderly 
manner, which at the end of the day enabled 
them to accomplish significantly lower 
infections.
