THE PANDEMIC AND THE
FUTURE OF OUR
CHILDREN'S EDUCATION

It has been over a year that Bangladesh, like most
of the world, had to shut down its major physical
and outdoor activities nationwide. The pandemic
has affected Bangladesh in various ways; loss of
jobs, the percentage of people living below the
poverty line has increased, and another significant
impact of the pandemic was that it resurfaced
major issues and concerns in the education space.

One major drawback of going online has shown that
regardless of the rise in the use of technology and the
introduction of EdT ech solutions, our education system
was never prepared to adapt to an approach that went
beyond the traditional brick and mortar schooling
methods. As per a report that was released in
September 2020 from the United Nations Educational,
Scientific, and Cultural Organisation (UNESCO),
‘Education and COVID-19: ‘Education and COVID-19:
challenges and opportunities’, the pandemic has
highlighted the fragility of our education systems, even
of the institutions considered relatively stable. Hence, it
has become mandatory that the innovation and
creativity stimulated by this crisis be leveraged to make
education systems more inclusive and resilient.

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Here is what students and
parents have to share about
their experience of schooling
during the pandemic.

Students:
For many, online learning was not a
real substitute for regular classes.

¢ Some teachers only shared the
learning materials without any
explanations or guidance.

¢ A lot of students have claimed
not acquiring real, long-lasting
knowledge

e Students also faced additional
hassles due to poor internet
connectivity and bandwidth
availability.

e Managing erratic hours for
various classes and shortage of
desktop/ laptop devices in their
home has been a major issue for
most.

There has also been outcry from
students that many schools have
not considered the mental pressure
and mental health issues that they
currently face during this pandemic.
Lack of access to even passive
mental health support as you would
normally receive at schools from
teachers and peers. While many
schools have stepped up to support
their educators and teachers’
mental wellbeing, students were for
the most part ignored.

Parents:

Online learning is a pretty new
concept and unknown to a majority
of students, teachers and parents
alike, it is especially difficult for
younger primary age students.
Parents of these young learners
often have to spend most of their
time working with their children
while at home to navigate through
the technical platforms, helping with
homework and explaining the
curriculum, essentially playing the
role of a teaching professional.

This is a major issue for all types of
parents who are both employed,
unemployed, and home-makers. Ina
household where both parents are
employed, they are having to take
care of both work and their child’s
education. With this online learning,
they need to find more time,
concentration and focus to support
their children to learn and master
the subjects.

Amidst all of these issues, another
factor that a lot of parents have
started to worry about as well is the
security of children while attending
online classes through platforms
such as zoom that is appropriate for
professional use. Some parents are
also  worried about children

spending too much time in front of
screens and not enough socialising,
which may hamper their child’s
social skills in the real world.

Could there be a
solution that can both
benefit students now
during this pandemic
and also address the
previous lackings in
Bangladesh’s
education sector?

An essential factor that many parents
have started to observe is the quality
of education itself that is being
delivered, and the way it is being
delivered. By the end of this, now over
a whole year of forced online classes, it
is evident that taking a classroom from
a physical space is not the same as
conducting it online. The exact
replication of the content and delivery
just does not work when teaching
online, neither for the students nor
teachers.

Zoom and other similar platforms
acting as classrooms are now known to
be causing exhaustion instead of
enthusiasm, learning fatigue over
student  intrigue  especially in
recognising the positives  that
technology can provide, and more
concerningly there have been many
instances of security breaches with
these platforms. This highlights the
need for online platforms that were
specifically designed to be a virtual
school/classroom and not a virtual

meeting room for working
professionals and take into
consideration the safety of the
children.

After all, using technological solutions
to support educational innovations
rather than the other way around and
developing a full-fledged highly
interactive  online  school  with
curriculum specifically designed to be
delivered and digested virtually while
ensuring a learning environment where
each learner is at the centre of focus
and is able to receive a personalised
learning experience is an entirely
different concept to the temporary
measures schools have taken during
this pandemic to teach their offline
content to their students until they can
go back to ‘'normal’.
