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Sufi Night
It is natural in human nature that they always love 
to get bonded with their creator. Sufism also known 
as Tasawwuf is mysticismin Islam, "characterized 
by particular values, ritual practices, doctrines and 
institutions." It is variously defined as "Islamic 
mysticism", "the mystical expression of Islamic 
faith", "the inward dimension of Islam", or "the 
phenomenon of mysticism within Islam."
