At that moment, everyone started to 
panic and I in particular started to cry. Our 
professor told all of us to stay quiet and he 
proceeded to go towards the door to see what 
was going on. As he was about to peek 
through the small glass opening attached to 
the door, a gunshot flew above his head and 
hit the window. At that moment we realised we 
all were dead meat. We all started to panic and 
scream. As we all were screaming and starting 
to get up, we suddenly heard someone from 
the door yelling- FREEZE! PUT YOUR 
HANDS UP IN THE AIR AND COME OUT 
SLOWLY.”

It did not take us long to realise that it was the 
police. I left my computer then and there and 
followed what the police told us to do. As we 
did so, we saw that it was the police officer 
who was evacuating us to the school ground. I 
was so relieved that it almost felt like I would 
faint. I then saw a lot of blood stains on the 
floor and that was overwhelming. But we went 
to the school ground, I saw my friends from the 
other classes standing near the police cars 
and I was really happy seeing all of them safe. 
Then the police explained to us saying, “You 
kids did a great job by not panicking. One of 
your professors was almost shot but he is 
doing alright. There was a shooter found in 
your school and he did not harm any students 
but 3 students were injured while running 

through the corridor. Everything will be taken 
care of and I require you guys to call your 
parents and ask them to pick you up from the 
school.” 
The next day, as I was home a lot of my uncles 
and aunties visited me as they saw what had 
happened in the news channel which was very 
heartwarming and flattering since I was also 
traumatized by the event. At some point, my 
parents decided to change my school but it 
was all a life experience and I persuaded them 
not to do so. At the end, it all went well and I 
am just grateful for the fact that I survived.

I remember this day as clear as water. It was 
the end of the school year. I was really excited 
considering how much I looked forward to the 
vacations and finally I could get a break from 
all the studying & assignments we were 
approached with. It was the sixth period Social 
studies class. Social studies was one of the 
most boring classes among the students as 
there were more reading and lectures than 
actually writing or something students would 
rather enjoy. I was sitting at the back of my 
classroom watching some youtube videos 
while the teacher was writing on board. As we 
were “studying”, we suddenly heard some 
inaudible noises right outside the classroom. 
None of us really paid any attention to noises 
since the seniors always decked up the hall 
sooner or later. That was until we suddenly got 
to hear a lot of screams and student’s wild 
footsteps, running through the corridor. That is 
when our professor decided to put a pause on 
his lecture about Mughal Empire. I did not 
know what was happening as it was quite 
unexpected. We were really confused and 
puzzled while our teacher told us to stay inside 
and he went to check the corridor. As he came 
back inside, he looked terrified and was 
texting someone on his phone which we soon 
realised was that he was texting other 
teachers. That was about the time when we 
suddenly heard our principal through the 
speakers saying, “Attention teachers and 
students. Please listen closely. Please lock 
your classroom doors immediately. Lock the
